Paintball

Field/Equipment Charge:
This includes marker/gun and mask. There is a minimum charge of 10 participants for
the paintball course.

$11/person for 2 hours of play

Paint: $2 per hundred
$35 per case (average of 2000 paintballs)

The average for 15 people to play for 2 hours is 3 cases which is approximately $7 per
person (when purchased by the case)

Horseback Riding

$10 per hour minimum 5 participants
